Attention Residents of Warman:

PROVINCIAL DISASTER ASSISTANCE PROGRAM  (PDAP)
Eligible assistance due to heavy rain from April 19, 2010 to June 30, 2010

The Town of Warman has received official notification that our request for designation as an eligible assistance area under PDAP has been approved. A package consisting of the appropriate forms and the PDAP General Guidelines is available at the Warman Municipal Office during regular business hours [Monday through Friday between 8:30 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.].

The PDAP does NOT cover any type of damage claims that are or could be covered by home insurance, such as sewer backups.

If you have damages that qualify for the PDAP please complete the ‘Private Property Application’ form and the ‘Cleanup Details’ form as soon as possible. These forms can be sent directly to the PDAP or returned to the Warman Town Office.

ORIGINAL SIGNATURES are required on all of the PDAP claim files.  Failure to sign your claim will result in delaying and/or possible denying of your claim.

Once the claim is registered in the PDAP office, an adjuster will be assigned to your claim. 

Document everything.  Take pictures prior to removing any carpet, drywall etc.

Track hours spent on any kind of cleanup; equipment used (pumps, fans, vacuums etc.)  Track date and if possible the time damage happened.

Keep samples (12” square) of carpet, linoleum, drywall or anything else removed.

If drywall appears to be moulding, spray with a bleach solution ASAP.
