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Recycling in Warman
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The Town of Warman currently offers the following options for recycling:

1) Recycle bins located across from Tomas Cook Restaurant on North Railway Street East.  Items that these bins facilitate are:

· Cardboard

· Household tin

· Newspaper

· Milk jugs
WE HAVE ALSO EXPANDED AND ADDED TWO NEW BINS
These bins will accept:


· Cardboard

· Plastic beverage #1 and milk jugs #2
· Magazines, catalogues and telephone directories
· High grade office paper 
PLEASE BE RESPECTFUL WHEN DISPENSING YOUR ITEMS, THOSE PEOPLE DISPENSING GARBAGE INTO RECYCLE BINS MAY BE FINED.
2) Curbside pickup is offered to residents through Saskatoon Curbside Recycling.  The Town of Warman subsidizes $5 per month.  SCR provides two blue bins and two strong plastic bags.  They will pick up from your home every two weeks all paper products, all beverage containers, tin & aluminum, glass, plastics #1 thru #7 and plastic bags.  Call them at 651-2162 if you are interested in signing up.
3) The Town of Warman has composters for sale.  The price to Warman residents is $50.  This includes taxes.  The actual cost of these composters is $60.49; the Town is subsidizing $10.49 per composter. LIMITED QUANTITY AVAILABLE Composters can be paid for and picked up at the Warman Town Office. The following is some information on composting in your backyard:
10 Steps to Successful Composting

1. Locate the composting bin in an area with good drainage and one that is accessible year round (partial shade is preferred). 

2. Loosen the soil over the area on which you are going to place your backyard composter. This will allow soil organisms (insects and worms) to move up the pile. 

3. Put down a thick layer (4 cm/10 in) of browns, such as dry leaves or shredded paper. 

4. Add a layer of greens, such as kitchen scraps, garden trimmings or grass clippings and spread evenly (6 cm/2 in). 

5. Cover green material with browns (10 cm/4 in). This reduces fruit flies and odours. A layer of soil or compost will work in place of the browns. Soil and compost has the added benefit of supplying "starter" micro-organisms to accelerate the process. 

6. Continue to alternate layers of green & brown until your compost bin is full. Tip!! Save some bags of dry leaves every fall. 

7. Turning: When the backyard composter is full, mix and add air to the pile by turning with a garden fork or turning tool. Alternatively, lift compost bin off pile and place in a new location. Fork material back into bin, mixing it well. 

8. Monitor moisture: it should be like a wrung out sponge - damp but not soaking. Add water if pile is dry. If too wet, add some browns. 

9. Continue to mix the pile every 10-14 days. Note: Pile may heat up and shrink after being turned. 

10. After 3-4 turnings, the compost should be ready. It should be crumbly, moist, dark coloured and have an earthy smell. Allow this material to mature for a couple of months before using. 
11. Items that you can compost include leaves, grass clippings, plants, fruit scraps, vegetable peels, egg shells, tea bags, coffee grounds with filter, shredded paper, saw dust, wood chips, paper towels, shredded cardboard 

12. Items that SHOULD NOT be composted include pet manure and litter, meats, fats or oils such as peanut butter and mayonnaise, dairy products, glossy paper, chemically treated wood, dryer lint, pine needles, weeds that have gone to seed, (info from London Canada and Planet Green)
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-- Spring Cleanup –
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Spring and Fall Cleanup program is offered to residents.  This year, spring cleanup is scheduled for May 19th through June 2nd.  
Warman Spring Cleanup is your opportunity to have items removed and recycled!  Town Cleanup is done in the spring and again in the fall.  All items left in the alley, on the days mentioned, will be hauled away for you.  
PLEASE BE ADVISED:
Do not leave anything in the back alley that you wish to keep.  The items left in the alley will be disposed of; the town is not responsible for any items thrown away in error.
Concrete and tires will NOT be accepted

If you have a refrigerator, freezer and/or air conditioner to be picked up, you must make arrangements with the Warman Town Office prior to your pickup dates and prepay a $50 (plus gst) fee per appliance.  This is being charged to cover the cost to the town of decommissioning these appliances prior to drop-off at the land fill.

Any items remaining in the alley after spring cleanup is complete must be removed or the owner will be subject to a fine

This year, the spring cleanup will be done by location.  

Please review the following sections for your pickup dates.
South side of Central Street:

May 19, 20, 21 ALL ITEMS MUST BE OUT BY 8:00 AM ON MAY 19

North side of Central Street and West Side of Centennial Blvd (including Centennial Blvd):

May 25, 26, 27 ALL ITEMS MUST BE OUT BY 8:00 AM ON MAY 25
North Side of Central Street, East side of Centennial: 

May 28 & 31 and June 1 & 2 ALL ITEMS MUST BE OUT BY 8:00 AM ON MAY 28
Please have your items ready for pickup at 8:00 AM in the back alley on the date for your area.

The items will only be picked up on the days as noted above.
